16/3/08 Minutes:  Discussion revolved around combining junior and senior Presentation Night 2008.  
Outcome of 16/3/08 discussion: Action: Sheryl Hartney to approach Junior M&P to gauge their interest in and response to the proposal of a combined Presentation night  [as Junior M&P response would inform the choice of venue to be booked ie size of venue appropriate to numbers reflecting  combined or non-combined]

13/4/08  Report back:  Juniors prefer to keep their presentation night as a separate event.

M& P understand the desire to foster greater cohesiveness between junior and senior competition players and that it is felt that a combined Presentation Night will go some way towards nurturing this aspiration.  As a general principle M&P see the merit of this and agree.
However, senior M&P strongly feel that for 2008, the juniors should be permitted to again have their own Presentation Night.
Rationale: 

Junior players, parents and volunteers are just beginning to develop a strong sense of themselves as a sporting group and as a sporting community.

Putting the proposal to them re a combined Presentation Night for 2008 [post March M&P meeting] amounted to presenting them with a choice – which they then exercised and accordingly have booked their own venue. 
M&P feel that in view of the fact that Junior M&P exercised their choice and made their booking several weeks ago in good faith that all was well, should not 15 Rounds into the season be told that they have now been over-ruled because of an apparent miscommunication – not of their making- earlier this year.

Furthermore,  M&P feel quite strongly that to over-rule the Junior M&P at this late stage, would amount to a ‘slap-in-the-face’ to the parents/volunteers amongst the junior ranks who have bravely assumed greater ownership and responsibility of the junior competition over the 2007 – 2008 seasons.  
To maintain the growing harmony between the junior and senior hockey community, let’s please  generously support them in their wish to further consolidate their identity and strength as a hockey group – let them have ‘their night’ again this year, rather than upset and alienate our future senior players and their volunteer parents.  2009 can be a jointly well planned evening that all parties can enjoy as the junior community is welcomed into the greater hockey community.

3. NEW BUSINESS
3.1  Elaine: Canteen Roster: Ashley Street
Disappointment expressed re clubs’ response to manning canteen.

M&P Response:  No need to employ someone to manage canteen. Generally, the system has been working well. Season’s nearly over. Clubs have basically been covering canteen roster with minimal ‘gaps’. Everybody is doing their best. 
3.2. Tricia:  Role Clarification: Permit- Sub-Cmmtt V M&P
Role of Granting Permits: rests with Permit Sub-Committee: Sheryl Claire Dale and Garry.

Step 1: *All permits are to go through the Convener [Sheryl]
Step 2: Convenor consults with Permit-Sub Committee.
Step 3: Convenor notifies clubs of Permits granted and will now post list of Permits granted throughout the season on the hockey website for public access.
3.3. Roni: Requirement of x7 days Notice of Inability to field a Team
By laws state that x 7 days Notice is required from a club if unable to field a team. This works well when it is known in advance that there will be insufficient players available to field a team – and hence request to re-schedule match.
Recently a club – which had  no way of foreseeing a third of the team coming down with gastro, found itself giving extremely short notice of its inability to field a team. This club would like to reschedule – given the extraordinary circumstances- rather than be forced to forfeit.

Re recent incident:  Matter discussed and particular hardship noted.
Sheryl: requesting clubs consider whether or not they would like to see an amendment to the current By laws, to recognize and accommodate a additional shorter notice period eg x 2 days in exceptional circumstances.  If so, this should be put up at the next By Laws Workshop.
3.4 Roni: Anti-Stacking Provision.
A reminder to Clubs to remain diligent in relation to this matter.
