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HOCKEY BACK ON-LINE AFTER 20 MONTHS 
Water is set to flow again by the end of the month at Bendigo’s Garden Gully synthetic hockey pitch much to the delight of local hockey enthusiasts.
Mayor of Greater Bendigo Cr David Jones said the City in agreement with Coliban Water is pleased to provide an allocation of water to the Central Victoria Hockey Association as part of its Water Management Plan.

“The synthetic hockey pitch, which is the first of its type in Regional Victoria has been out of action since September 2006 so this is fantastic news for local hockey players.”

“Hockey like many other local sports has suffered the impacts of water restrictions due to the drought and the City is pleased to have worked closely with the CVHA and Coliban Water to access water for the pitch so it can be fully operational again,” said Cr Jones.
He said the water based synthetic hockey pitch harvests, recycles and stores its own water.

“The CVHA was recently successful in obtaining funding from the Federal Government’s Drought Relief for Country Sports Program to install an additional water storage tank.

“This will enable the system to capture additional ‘on-site’ surface water and run-off from the existing sand-based surface for pitch irrigation. 
“The continual recycling of water will help make hockey self sustaining into the future, as well as complying with City of Greater Bendigo’s ‘Sustainable Water Use’ plan,” said Cr Jones.
He said the pitch will now have the ability to attract major hockey sporting events to the city.
“Hockey is an important sport in Greater Bendigo and the synthetic pitch is a wonderful asset that will help meet the needs of this growing sport in our region,” said Cr Jones.
